: r\an“g. the.church bell to gather the townspeople. He called for the people of Mexico to gise up, igainst the Spanish Crown,
_ thus initiating Mexico\s\War of Independence. The country did not achieve independence until 1821, but it is this event,
known as the Grito de\Dolores which is commemorated every yedr in town squares across Mexico. ,
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The largest Independenée Day celebration takes place in Mexico City's Zocalo, which is decorated from the beginning of
September with red, white and green lights and Mexican flags. On the 15th, at 11 pm the President of the Republic goes out
onto the central balcony of the National Palace (Palacio Nacional), rings the bell (the same bell Hidalgo rang in 1810,
brought to Mexico City in 1886) and cries to the people gathered in the square below, who enthusiastically respond
"iVival"
The words of the Grito may vary, but they go something like this:
